IRIS MARY SCOTT, daughter of Carty Thomas Scott (1886-1952) and Anna 

Bordewick (1892-1970) was born on 28 Nov 1916 in Montezuma, Gray County, 

Kansas.  In 1936, at the age of twenty, she wrote several stories about Gray County 

and its pioneers for the Federal Writers Project.  She married MYRON MILLARD 

BENTON, son of Emmett Everett Benton (1893-1964) and Alma Lillian Hatch (1896-

1926), on 11 Dec 1944 in Montezuma, Kansas.  Myron was born on 22 Oct 1917 in 

Cimarron, Gray County, Kansas.  In 1962, the family moved to Longmont, Boulder 

County, Colorado.              

Myron worked as a carpenter in the maintenance department at IBM Boulder until his 

retirement.  Iris’s family considered her a brilliant and interesting woman.  In her later 

years, she became a certified Graphologist (A person who can analyze the physical 

characteristics and patterns of a person’s handwriting).  She began teaching it through 

the Adult Education program in Longmont, Colorado.     

Iris passed away on 30 Jul 1999 in Longmont, Colorado.  Myron died there on 31 Aug 

2013.  Burial for both was at the Mountain View Cemetery, in Longmont.
